Format: The league will play 9-Hole Stroke Play using a Modified Stableford point

system with 9oo handicapping. (See attached information sheet for explanation)

Prizes: All prizes will be issued in gift certificates that will be redeemable for
merchandise in The Golf Club of Dublin Golf Shop & redeemable in The Pub At The
Club. Winners will be awarded at the season ending banquet. (TBA)

Pairings: Tee times are taken on a first come first serve basis. You may reserve your tee
times up to one (1) week in advance. Upon reservation of a tee time, you are responsible
for attending your scheduled time. Please cancel your tee time if you are unable to show
up, to allow your fellow golfers the opportunity to use that time.

Scorecards: The scorecards will be provided each week with your name on them. The
players will be responsible for adding up their total score. The Golf Professionals will be
responsible for all the calculations and reports. The reports will be posted on the website

weekly.

Payment: The league entry fee is due by April 15th. Payment for the league shall be made
week to week on the day of the league.

The maximum score on each hole is Double Par, please be considerate to others if you exceed
that number; please pick up and move on to the next hole. Our target 9g-Hole Pace of Play is 2
hours and 15 minutes.

The Golf Professionals will establish a handicap for you using the scores provided during the
golf league. 909 of your established handicap will be applied to your score to award you
points.

Example: Your first round score is 50

so — Course rating (31.2) = 18.8 x .9 (90% handicap) = 16.92 or 17 Hdcp.
(Handicaps will be rounded.)
*17 Handicap is a 9-hole handicap
*Handicaps will be accumulated throughout the season
